Weekly Updates from Departments:

Hinesburg Community Police

Under Age Drinking - On Wednesday, January 1st, an officer on a special detail in
Shelburne assisted the Shelburne Police with multiple individuals under the age of
21 that had been drinking. After processing at the scene, they were transported to
Shelburne PD to await their parents who had been called.

Out of Control Juvenile - On Monday, January 6th, officers responded to a residence
on North Rd. for an out of control juvenile. The juvenile agreed to go to school and
was transported by the officer.

Threat — On Monday January 6th, the Hinesburg Community Police received a
report from FedEx that a Hinesburg resident threatened to shoot one of their
drivers. In talking with the Hinesburg resident, it was determined that it was not
meant as a threat.

Suicide Attempt - On Monday, January 6th, Hinesburg Community Police and
Hinesburg First Response responded to a residence off of Texas Hill for a reported
suicide attempt. The individual was found in a garage with the door closed and the
motor running. The individual was transported to Fletcher Allen.

Under Age Possession of Alcohol - On Monday, January 6th, a vehicle was stopped
for a traffic violation. It was determined that the under 21 year old driver was in
possession of alcohol. The driver had not been drinking and was cited and
released.

Citizen Dispute - On Wednesday, January 8th, officers responded to Jourdan St. for
a citizen dispute. Upon arrival, there were multiple people in the street and the




argument was only verbal. One couple was transported away to catch a bus to
Burlington.

Felony Vandalism - On Thursday, January 9th, an officer responded to North Rd. for
a report of vandalism to a mobile home. The two previous residents completely
destroyed the mobile home as well as taking the furnace, hot water heater and
other items. Warrants for their arrest will be submitted with the investigation.

Town Clerk & Treasurer

Tax Booklets - Now that January has arrived, many people turn their thoughts to
filing of their income tax returns. The State of Vermont is no longer sending out
booklets to former outlets like the town clerk’s offices, libraries or post offices.
Instead, they are asking people to obtain the tax forms they need by either going to
the tax department website at www.tax.vermont.gov and ordering them, sending an
e-mail request to taxforms@state.vt.us, or calling the Department of Taxes at
(802)828-2515. You can file your taxes electronically beginning in late January.
As an additional reminder, don’t forget that you are required to file your HS-122 or
Homestead Declaration every year! The State returned to the annual filing format
for the 2012 tax return.

Dog licenses are due on or before April Ist - The fee is $8.00 and if we already have
your rabies certificate on file, you needn’t bring anything with you other than
payment for the fee and your dog for a visit! We have dog biscuits! We love dogs!
Actually, bringing your dog in to get the license is optional. We just enjoy seeing
them!

Deadline for Filing Petitions - The deadline for filing petitions to run for office is
Monday, January 27t at 4 p.m. Petitions require 30 signatures of registered voters
and are available in the town clerk’s office or from the Vermont Secretary of State.
The deadline for filing petitions to place an article on the warning is January 23rd
at 4 p.m. Petitions for articles require signatures of 5 percent of the registered
voters in the town. In Hinesburg’s case, that amounts to approximately 185
signatures, though it is always better to get several extras in case some of them are
invalid.

Planning & Zoning

Rural Zoning Training, Part 2 — P&Z staff did a second training for the DRB on the
rural zoning that was approved by voters in November. This training focused on
the expanded uses that are now allowed in the Agricultural and Rural Residential 2
districts. Board members have now discussed all the rural zoning changes. More
will be learned as development proposals for these rural districts come forward and
are reviewed.

Development Review — Our department continues to be busy shepherding and
helping review applications to the Development Review Board. At the January 7
meeting, DRB approvals were granted for modifications to the EPJ property
(recently renovated yellow, commercial building two doors down from Town Hall)
and the Hinesburgh Public House restaurant use. Occasional live music to
accompany diners at the Public House is now in the works. Decision drafting
continues on the sticky Hinesburg Center project revisions that seek to account for
construction not per the previously approved plans. Decision drafting also
continues on the preliminary review of the 24-unit Norris development proposed for
the south end of the village growth area (west side of Route 116, across from Buck
Hill Road). Looking forward, project proposals (big and small) have filled the DRB’s
twice monthly meeting schedule through February and into March.
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Energy Efficiency Standards for New Homes — After a December 11 public hearing,
the Planning Commission is still discussing potential revisions to Hinesburg’s
energy efficiency standard for new homes. P&Z staff has drafted a couple different
alternatives pursuant to direction from the Commission and public testimony at
the hearing. However, additional testimony was received regarding the advantages
of opt-out provisions for owner-built homes, and the Commission is doing further
research and consideration as a result.

Stormwater Regulations — Draft stormwater regulation revisions prepared by the
Planning Commission are now out for professional review by an engineering firm
with experience designing traditional and innovative stormwater treatment systems
(Engineering Ventures of Burlington). The PC hopes to discuss any feedback at
their February 12 meeting, in the hopes of finalizing a proposal for community
consideration at a formal public hearing.

Shoreline District Revisions — P&Z staff is putting together a first draft of potential
revisions to the Shoreline Zoning District based on PC discussion and the shoreline
survey done in 2013. The PC hopes to review this first draft at their January 22
meeting.

Haystack Crossing Project — P&Z staff met with municipal department heads (e.g.,
Highway, Fire, Police, Buildings & Facilities, Town Administrator) to get initial
feedback on the concept plans for the Haystack Crossing project. We are also
meeting with representatives from several of our volunteer Town committees and
boards to distribute information about the application, and get initial feedback to
aid in preparing staff reports for the DRB. The DRB will begin the sketch plan
review for this very significant project on February 18. More information can be
found on the Town website at www.hinesburg.org.

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Weekly Updates from Boards, Committees, and Commissions:

Selectboard

FY2015 Budget — For the first 45 minutes of the past meeting, Selectboard
members took time deliberating on the FY2015 budget. The goal is to have the
budget 99% completed at the end of the next meeting (January 20) so the Town
Meeting Warning can be set on January 27th. The Selectboard will spend the first
hour of the next meeting (6bpm - 7pm) finishing up budget deliberations.

Highway Garage Sand — Highway Foreman Mike Anthony joined the Selectboard to
discuss the issues associated with the practice of leaving sand at the highway
garage for public use. The idea is that Hinesburg residents can go up to the garage
and take a bucket or two of sand for their driveways. This is really a great public
service and convenience to town residents. Unfortunately this service is now being
abused by some who are taking large amounts of sand for commercial use. During
discussion the Selectboard stated they would like to preserve this accessibility for
Hinesburg residents. The Highway Foreman will continue leaving sand for the
public (for now), increase enforcement practices (with better police presence), and
leave smaller amounts of sand available. The Town will reassess this situation
after a few weeks.

Legislative Session 2014 — State Senator Zuckerman, Representative(s) Lippert and
Yantachka, and VLCT Associate Jonathan Williams attended the Selectboard
meeting on January 13th to give an overview on the upcoming legislative session.
Some of the issues discussed were net-metering, solid waste regulations,
opiate/prescription drug addiction issues, GMO labeling, conservation easements,
education funding/tax rate, health insurance, and law enforcement issues.
Selectboard members and the local delegation to Montpelier spoke for a little over
an hour. We will attempt to invite the Montpelier contingent back to a Selectboard
meeting towards the end of the legislative session for a recap of the year.
Conservation Commission FY2015 Budget — The Conservation Commission reviewed
its budget request with the Selectboard. Their FY2015 budget request includes an
additional $1,000 over the current year. The Selectboard plans to further
deliberate on this item before setting the budget for Town Meeting.

Lake Iroquois Association (LIA) FY2015 Budget — LIA requested another $5,000 from
the Town of Hinesburg this year. In the current budget year they received $5,000
and in past years the town has given LIA in-kind donations of time and
equipment. LIA’s mission is to increase water quality in Lake Iroquois by reducing
pollutants entering the lake and mitigating against erosion.

Energy Committee FY2015 Budget — Members of the newly formed Energy
Committee attended the Selectboard meeting to request a $750 allocation in the
FY2015 budget. The Selectboard will deliberate more on this request before setting
the budget for Town Meeting. http://hinesburg.org/energy-committee/
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CCRPC’s FY2015 UPWP — The Selectboard passed a unanimous motion authorizing
the town’s grant applications to the Chittenden County Regional Planning
Commission’s FY2015 Unified Planning Work Program. The Town of Hinesburg
will submit grant applications for 1.) Stormwater planning; 2.) Water source
development; 3.) Complete Streets planning for Charlotte Road and Richmond
Road; 4.) Master planning for the 36-acre municipally owned parcel at 907 Beecher
Hill Road (the site of the Town highway garage plus numerous other possible
