Geprags Park

(1) North on Route 116 for .8 miles;

(2) At the traffic light, turn left onto Shelburne Falls Road;

(3) Follow Shelburne Falls Road for .5 miles;

(4) The parking area for Geprag's Park is on the right.

Russell Family Trails

(1) South on Route 116 for .3 miles;

(2) Turn left onto Lyman Meadows Road;

(3) Follow Lyman Meadows Road for 100 yards;

(4) Turn left onto Lyman Park Road;

(5) Follow Lyman Park Road for 100 yards into the gravel parking area (facing the back of the Catholic Church);

(6) To access the trails, cross the Lyman Park fields in a northeasterly direction to the trail head located just beyond the baseball diamond.

*Please do not park in the Lantman's parking lot, as there are an insufficient number of parking spaces for Lantman's customers.

*The Russell family has generously conserved these trails for public use - please respect the farming operation by closing the pasture gates behind you, as farm animals may be grazing in the fields.

Fred Johnson Wildlife Management Area

(1) South on Route 116 for 3.7 miles;

(2) Turn left onto Hollow Road;

(3) Follow Hollow Road for 1.3 miles;

(4) The parking area for the Fred Johnson Wildlife area is on the right.

Hinesburg Town Forest (western entrance)
(1) South on Route 116 for 2.2 miles;

(2) Turn left onto North Road;

(3) Follow North Road for 1 mile to Hayden Hill Road West;

(4) Turn right onto Hayden Hill Road West;

(5) Follow Hayden Hill Road West for 1.5 miles;

(6) The parking area for the Hinesburg Town Forest is on the right.

Hinesburg Town Forest (eastern entrance)
(1) South on Route 116 for 2.2 miles;

(2) Turn left onto North Road;

(3) Follow North Road for 2.2 miles to Texas Hill Road;

(4) Turn right onto Texas Hill Road;

(5) Follow Texas Hill Road for 2.75 miles;

(6) Turn right onto Hayden Hill Road East;

(7) Follow Hayden Hill Road East for .3 miles;

(8) The parking area for the Hinesburg Town Forest is on the left.
