Access:

· Existing access drive to VT Route 116 via frontage
· Existing access street/drive to Charlotte Road via Stella Road, which is a private right of way granted to the Saputo property that crosses adjacent land (Russell property).

· Municipality considering future conversion and upgrade of Stella Road to a public road (referred to conceptually as “West Side Road”) to create a through connection between Charlotte Road, Farmall Drive, and possibly as far north as Shelburne Falls Road.

Parking:  Developed parking with approximately 65 spaces with potential for expansion
Zoning:  

· 10 acres zoned for industrial uses (Industrial 3 district, where facility is located)

· 5+ acres zoned for mixed use – e.g., residential, retail, office, etc. (Village district, where separate parking area and undeveloped green space is located)

Size:  87,000 square feet

· Originally 99,000 sq. ft prior to fire that consumed a warehouse area
· These numbers do not include the former milk storage silo area which occupied an area of approximately 8,000 square feet
Building Type:
Steel & masonry construction with multiple loading docks for various areas of the bldg.

SERVICES
Wastewater:

· Municipal wastewater with current allocation for 127,500 gallons per day

· On-site wastewater pre-treatment facility – necessary for treatment of previous cheese making effluent prior to discharge to municipal system

Water:

· On-site drilled well suitable for food-grade use but with documented MTBE issue

· Municipal water available and in very close proximity

Electricity/Power:

· 3-phase electrical power (Green Mountain Power)

· Natural gas service planned for fall 2009 (VT Gas)

Telecom:  High-speed/broadband Internet via cable (Comcast) or DSL (Champlain Valley Telecom)
