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The recently concluded A&E water source feasibility study recommended further study of four sites for
additional water capacity- Munson property on Buck Hill, Russell property on Buck Hill, Geprags Park
and Bissonette property. Since the report was finished we have also asked the consultants to consider
the Baptist property near HCS on Silver St. In 1996, three wells were drilled in Geprags Park. Well 1
was estimated to have a yield of 7.5 gallons per minute which is not enough. Well 2, near the northern
property line, was estimated to have a yield of 75-100 gallons per minute. Well 3, near the VELCO
power line, was estimated to have a yield of 250+ gallons per minute but testing showed it was Ground
Water Under the Direct Influence of surface water (GWUDI) which would require very expensive
treatment facilities to build and constantly operate and maintain.

After consulting with Joe Duncan of A&E, we concluded further evaluation of the Geprags Park wells
should be done first. This evaluation could be done with minimal input from Joe and overseen by
hydrogeolist Cindy Sprague who worked on the A&E study with Joe. | met with Cindy and Rob Frost of
VT Well and Pump who had drilled the three wells in 1996. We reviewed all four sites from the study
and are in agreement that further study of the Geprags wells should be done first. Process would
involve a well drilling rig and evaluation of Well 3 and if not viable sealing/abandoning it first. With
Well 3 sealed we would move on to evaluate Well 2. If none of the three turn out to be a viable option
we should properly close and abandon the wells.

Our recommendation is to authorize expenditures to Sprague Geoscience and Vt Well and Pump up to
(will have by 9/16 or sooner) from the Water Dept Reserve Fund for
further evaluation of the Geprags Park wells.
