Article 2 of your submitted petition is not one Town of Hinesburg voters have the authority to consider because the
Town of Hinesburg is not considered a ‘rural town’ and, as such, zoning and subdivision regulations cannot be adopted
via Australian Ballot. Municipalities with populations of less than 2,500 are considered ‘rural towns’; municipalities
between 2,500 and 5,000 can vote to become a ‘rural town’. However, because Hinesburg has more than 2,500
residents and has not voted to become a ‘rural town’, the Selectboard does not have the authority to place Article 2 on
the ballot along with Article 1. The Selectboard is meeting Monday evening to warn a vote at a November 5™ Special
Town Meeting asking: Shall the changes to the Zoning & Subdivision Regulations approved on September 8, 2013, by
the Select Board be repealed.
