Subject: Old PD Building (As if we didn't have enough reasons to tear down already)

Last Sat 3/15 (or some time before) boiler at Old PD building malfunctioned, no heat and heat pipes on second floor
froze, burst and water leaked into the outside wall, ceiling and first floor. (a couple of blurry pix are attached 16 and 17) |
called heating contractor that has been working on the boiler, they were busy with lots of no heat call outs and were
reluctant to come. Over the last couple of years they have repaired with used parts because the boiler is so old they
can’t get parts and have informed PD that it is junk and needs to be replaced. Decided not to have them come and
spend more money on the boiler. 1 rounded up some temporary heat (thanks to Al Barber for bringing over a heater
from Fire Dept) and thawed out all pipes. 1shut water supply off and took out meter, cut both domestic and heat lines
in basement so pipes would all drain and put a heat tape on the water line in basement so it wouldn’t freeze. | left a
couple of small portable electric heaters running, temperature this morning was 46 on first floor an 40 in basement.

The one big problem with this scenario going forward with no heat in the building is the basement sump pump. With
no heat the sump will freeze solid and the pump won’t work. With spring snow melt and rain coming the pump will
normally be working a lot; if it’s not working 2 to 3 feet (or more) of water will build up in basement.

Overall this building is in very poor shape, | know there are several ideas out there to re-purpose it for other uses. A
contractor could develop cost estimates for immediate repairs needed OR the Selectboard could schedule a site visit and
see for themselves. In my humble opinion the costs needed for immediate repairs (as well as the much larger new
foundation/tear down the back additions/floor straightening etc) far outweigh the benefits for keeping this as a
municipal building.

My Recommendation: keep a very small amount of temporary heat going until warm weather gets here so sump pump
will be able to operate, disconnect water, sewer and power lines and tear it down.

And photo 19 attached is the drowned rat | pulled out of the sump in basement- not a little fuzzy little field mouse- a rat-
probably one of many now infested in the building.
