To the Select Board:

At our last meeting in December of 2008, the Hinesburg Village Steering Committee reviewed sidewalk and crosswalk priorities that had been previously established by our committee and conveyed to the Select board of Hinesburg.  We have now updated those priorities while at the same time noting those pedestrian amenities that have been completed. That list is as follows:

Sidewalks Waiting to be Completed:

1. North side of Route 116 from Hart and Mead to Lyman Meadows Road (to complete a sidewalk segment)

2. South side of Route 116 School to Friendship Lane

3. East side of Route 116 from Commerce Park to Mechanicsville Road

4. North side of Route 116 from Lyman Meadows to a point opposite Friendship Lane

5. East or West side of Route 116 from Commerce Park  to Ballard's Corner / CVU Road

6. South side of Mechanicsville Road from Village Heights to Mall parking entrance (to complete a sidewalk segment)

7. Commerce Road from Bank to Dark Star Lighting (to complete a sidewalk segment)

8. Richmond Road to Triple-L Park

 

Sidewalks Completed or Scheduled to be Completed Soon:

1. West side of Route 116 from Charlotte Road to Silver Street to HCS

2. West side of Route 116 between Town Hall and Cheese Factory site (completed)

3. South side of Mechanicsville Road from Thorn Bush Road to Village Heights (completed)

4. Pedestrian walkway from Creekside to the Cheese Factory site (completed)

5. Sidewalks throughout Creekside (completed)

6. Sidewalks throughout Thistle Hill (completed)

 

Crosswalks Needing to be Established or Updated:

1. Crossing of Route 116 west of Lyman Meadows Road

2. Crossing of Silver Street south of Route 116 (with stop sign)

3. Crossing of Route 116 in front of United Church of Hinesburg (The White Church and Farmer's Market location)

4. Crossing of Mechanicsville Road east of Route 116 with the stop sign

5. Crossing of Route 116 immediately south of Mechanicsville Road

6. Crossing of Mechanicsville Road at Thorn Bush Road (Thistle Hill)

 

Crosswalks Completed:

1. Crossing of Route 116 in front of Lantman's

2. Crossing of Charlotte Road west of Route 116

3. Crossing of Route 116 in front of Hinesburg Community School

4. Crossing of Route 116 south of Commerce Road

Our Committee recognizes the difficulties that implementation of these priorities represents. With that said, we unanimously remain firm advocates for improvements to the circulation and safety of the pedestrian environment within our Village. Taken together with the advantages apparent in forging a greener and healthier lifestyle we urge your continuing efforts to see these priorities implemented.
